Sealed Proposals for the above project will be received by the Richmond Metropolitan
Authority (RMA), 919 East Main Street, Suite 600, Richmond, Virginia 23219 until 10:00 a.m.
local time, Thursday March 11, 2010, at which time and place the bids will be publicly opened
and read.

The work under this contract shall be completed no later than December 1, 2010. The
principal items of work and approximate quantities are as follows:

Shotcrete (Class A), Standard 1100 S.F.
Shotcrete (Class A), Elevated 1150 S.F.
Joint Sealant 4000 InxL.F.
Polymer Overlay 2330 S.Y.

A mandatory pre-bid meeting will be held at 919 East Main Street, Suite 600, Richmond,
Virginia 23219 at 11:00 a.m. local time, on Thursday February 25, 2010. A mandatory site visit

shall immediately follow the office portion of the pre-bid meeting.

Bids for this Contract must be submitted on complete bidding forms bound in the Contract
documents. The successful bidder will be notified in writing.

To attend the mandatory pre-bid meeting and to submit Proposals for this Contract,
contractors or qualified subcontractors shall, on Thursday February 25, 2010 at 11:00 a.m. local
time, meet the following requirements:

1 Be prequalified by the Virginia Department of Transportation for bidding on State
projects under the “Bridge Repair” classification.

1 Have prior experience in the repair of bridge substructures using Shotcrete and be able
to provide written documentation demonstrating the successful placement of no less
than 10,000 square feet of shotcrete on bridge substructures. Prospective bidders must
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be able to certify that superintendents available for this work have served in responsible
charge over placement of no less than 5,000 square feet of shotcrete on bridge
substructures.

{1 Have prior experience in the placement of bridge deck expansion joint sealant and be
able to provide written documentation demonstrating the successful placement of no
less than 1,000 linear feet of joint sealant on bridge decks. Prospective bidders must be
able to certify that superintendents available for this work have served in responsible
charge over placement of no less than 300 linear feet of bridge deck expansion joint
sealant on bridge decks.

Note that a bidder must have prior experience and be able to provide written
documentation in a minimum of one of the two categories. A bidder cannot have
subcontractors be the documented experience in both categories.

Contract documents are made available to all parties by the Proposal form. Copies issued to
ineligible contractors are marked void. Prospective Bidders must be eligible at the time of
securing Contract documents in order to obtain a valid Proposal form. Documents issued to
prequalified Bidders are not transferable to other parties for bidding purposes.

Complete Contract documents will be available on Tuesday February 23, 2010 after 1:00
p-m. (local time) and may be purchased by prequalified bidders and interested non-bidders from
the Richmond Metropolitan Authority at 919 East Main Street, Suite 600, Richmond, Virginia
23219. The documents may also be examined by any party, without purchase, at the Authority’s
office during normal business hours after such date.

Contract documents, without Standard Specifications or other referenced standards, are
available upon payment of $25.00 per set. Specifications (Virginia Department of
Transportation “Road and Bridge Specifications”, 2007) which form an integral part of this
Contract, are available form the Virginia Department of Transportation.

Unsubmitted Contract documents need not be returned and no refunds will be made for
any documents.

Each Bidder submitting a Proposal must also complete a statement bound with the Proposal
forms, in which each Bidder shall give full information relating to the status of their contracts
presently underway.

Each Proposal must be accompanied by a Proposal Guarantee consisting of either a certified
check in the amount of at least five (5) percent of the Total Bid Price, made payable to the
Richmond Metropolitan Authority, or a Proposal Bond (on the form provided) in the amount of
tive (5) percent of the same Total Bid Price.
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The Authority strongly encourages the submission of bids by contractors whose principal
businesses are located in the Richmond Metropolitan Area and further strongly encourage such
contractors to utilize the services of local subcontractors and vendors.

The Authority strongly encourages minority owned and women owned businesses to
submit proposals for this contract.

The Authority reserves the right to reject any and all Proposals submitted, and to waive
informalities in bidding, as it may deem in its best interests.
